1.  Call to Order & Introduction of Guest (s) John Houx called the meeting to order at 9:00am.

2. Discuss/Action:  Minutes from Previous Meetings - The minutes from February 1st, March 4th and March 8th, 2010 meetings were reviewed.  There being no corrections or additions-John Partin made a motion to approve as read.  Paul Kirley seconded.  Motion Carried.
