1. Call to Order & Introduction of Guest (s) Dr. John Partin opened the meeting at 
9:02 a.m.

2. Treasurer’s Report - Gary McDonald gave the treasurers report, Beau Williams made the motion to accept as reported.  Philip Rodriguez seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
3. Minutes from previous meeting - Minutes from the previous meeting were read. City Manager Philip Rodriguez last name is spelled “Rodriguez” not “Rodriquez.”     A motion was made by Gary McDonald to accept the minutes upon the correction of the misspelled name.  Beau Williams seconded the motion.   Motion carried.
4. GCEC Technologies Three-Year Contract – Proposals for phone and internet services from GCEC and Cable One were reviewed by the Board.  GCEC is the current provider and we have not experienced any problems. Additionally, it is a local company. Beau Williams is an employee of GCEC and was excepted from the Board’s determination of this matter. Gary McDonald made the motion to accept GCEC Technologies three-year contract for phone and internet services. Phil Lombardo seconded the motion.  Motion carried
5. Signing of Loan Documents VACDC/VAEDC -   The promissory note between VACDC and VAEDC in which $20,000.00 is loaned to VAEDC was reviewed. Betty Samuels recommended that John Partin as president and Gary McDonald as treasurers should be the representatives of VAEDC who execute the note. Phil Lombardo made the motion to accept the promissory note. Beau Williams seconded the motion. Motion carried.
6. Cuttin’ Horse Bar & Grill – Status of Case – Betty Samuels informed the Board that attorney Don Gordon plans to file a Motion for Default Judgment and present an order on same in this suit. He anticipates the Judge will sign the order. At that time, if the Corless do not appeal, a writ of execution can be issued. Texas has liberal laws protecting a party’s exempt property. Phil Lombard recommended that the staff of VAEDC check into pursuing the methods necessary, in addition to the filing of the abstract, in collecting this judgment.
7. Assistant Position - An interviewing committee consisting of members of the VACDC, VAEDC and the Chamber interviewed three qualified applicants for the administrative assistant position. Kanita Larkins was offered and accepted the position. No further action is needed in this regard.
8. Approve RLF Loan – The loan application for the RLF Loan is currently being reviewed; however, Paul Kirley has been out ill and has not had the opportunity to review said application.

a. Section 551.072, Real Property:   To deliberate the purchase, lease and value of real property located in downtown Van Alstyne.

Treasurer Gary McDonald suggests that the financial/banking and tax records for 2008, 2009 and 2010 for their business be requested from the Applicant for the Board to review in the consideration of this loan.
